New appointment system for doctors
F.B has attended various meeting to address concerns over the new system that is in place. The Health forum and M.A.P meetings have not proved to be useful. However a meeting was requested with the convenors of the community councils at the hospital with Dr. Romans and Dr. Philips. It was explained that changes were needed and would have to happen, and that a review would be held in 6 months. All were encouraged to use the health forum boxes and that concerns would be addressed.

L.McNeill
Raised concern that F. B’s presence on the A'Chruach wind farm panel could lose a vote because he is also, as of Dec 2017, a member of the Minard Community Trust.
F.B said he believed this would not be a problem and if it were to become a problem would seek to find a solution.
